Slides
All entries will be judged from five (5)

2" x 2" color slides only. Label each slide with

the artist’s name, title, and dimensions of the
work. Indicate the top of the slide.

Submission

side) with your slides, a resume, an

artist’s statement, and a SASE large enough for

the return of your slides. Send to:

Delivery of Artwork

$10 handling, must be received by the Art

shipment at the Art Center.

Gallery Sales

Sales will be encouraged, however artists
may exhibit work that is not for sale. The
Art Center will retain a 35% commission on
artwork sold in the gallery.
